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La presente seccion especial de la Revista Mexicana de Andlisis de
la Conducta (RMAC) esta dedicada a las contribuciones al analisis
experimental de la conducta del Dr. Kennon Andy Lattal. Mario
Serrano, el actual editor de la RMAC, decidi6é honrar al Dr. Lattal por
su distinguida carrera académica, por su extensiva colaboracion con
nuestra revista y por sus contribuciones al analisis de la conducta (AC)
en México. Mario le pidi6 al primer autor de este trabajo actuar como
editor invitado de la presente seccion especial, dada su cercania y
amistad con el Dr. Lattal (Andy como es conocido por sus amigos).
Todos los articulos incluidos en el presente nimero estan escritos por
analistas de la conducta que han tenido un contacto cercano con €l o por
exalumnos mexicanos o de otros paises. Los temas de los articulos estan
relacionados por lo menos con uno de los multiples temas de
investigacion del Dr. Lattal.

La mayoria del trabajo cientifico del Dr. Lattal lo ha hecho en
Estados Unidos, pero también ha estado involucrado en investigacion
conjunta con analistas conductuales de otros paises y ha diseminado el
conocimiento en AC alrededor el mundo. En esta introduccion, primero
describiremos brevemente los logros del Dr. Lattal en Estados Unidos,
después se destacaran sus aportaciones en México y finalmente se
mencionaran brevemente sus contribuciones en otros paises.

Las contribuciones de Andy al AC son demasiadas para
mencionarlas todas en este trabajo, por lo tanto, inicamente haremos
referencia a las mas importantes. Sus logros han sido ampliamente
reconocidos por diversas instituciones de prestigio. Entre sus muchas
distinciones destacan el Premio al Servicio Distinguido al Analisis de
la Conducta (2013) y el Premio a la Diseminacion Internacional del
Analisis de la Conducta (2016), ambos otorgados por la Sociedad para
el Avance del Analisis de la Conducta (SEAB, por sus siglas en inglés).
Ademas, la Division 25 de la Asociacion Psicologica Americana (APA,
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por sus siglas en inglés) le otorgd el Premio por Contribuciones
Destacadas a la Investigacion Bdsica (2001) y la Asociacion de
Analisis de la Conducta de California le confirid el premio por
Contribuciones Destacadas al Andalisis de la Conducta (2015). Su
institucion, la Universidad de West Virginia (WVU, por sus siglas en
inglés) lo reconocio en varias ocasiones por ser un profesor excepcional
y le entregd el Premio al Personal Académico por Contribuciones
Globales Destacadas (2023). Andy no so6lo es un reconocido
investigador basico, sino también un Analista Conductual Aplicado en
Conducta Animal, certificado por la Sociedad de la Conducta Animal.
Andy ha sido editor o miembro del consejo editorial de numerosas
revistas prestigiosas. Fue editor del Journal of the Experimental
Analysis of Behavior (1999-2003) y editor asociado del Journal of
Applied Behavior Analysis (2017-2020), entre otras. Ademas, ha sido
miembro del comité editorial de The Behavior Analyst, American
Psychologist, Behavior Technology Today, Behavior and Philosophy,
Behavior Analysis: Research and Practice, Learning and Motivation,
Behavior and Social Issues, entre otras revistas. Ha editado 12 libros y
numeros especiales, ha publicado mas de 200 articulos y ha sido autor
o coautor de mas de 300 presentaciones en congresos y coloquios
profesionales. Ha dirigido 47 tesis doctorales, 55 tesis de maestria y 30
tesis de licenciatura. Ha participado en diversos comités de sociedades
cientificas de prestigio y fue presidente de la Association for Behavior
Analysis International (1993-1996), de la Division 25 de 1a APA (1993-
1996) y de la SEAB (1995-1996), entre otras.

Relativo a los logros de Andy en México, la Sociedad Mexicana de
Analisis de la Conducta (SMAC) le otorgd el Premio a la Trayectoria
en Andlisis de la Conducta (2021). Su colaboracién con la RMAC
inici6 en 1996 cuando Andy acept6 la invitacion de Carlos Bruner para
fungir como Editor en Lengua Inglesa (1996-2000) y posteriormente
continu6 como tal por varios afios ayudando a diferentes editores (2011-
2019). Adicionalmente, de 2001 22011 Andy participé como integrante
del comité editorial de nuestra revista. En su rol de Editor de Lengua
Inglesa, dedico un enorme esfuerzo no s6lo editando articulos escritos
en inglés, sino reescribiendo en perfecto inglés los resimenes en
espafiol para que fueran apropiados para los diferentes indices
internacionales. Ademds, Andy promoviéo a la RMAC en Estados
Unidos y en otros paises, lo que redund6 en que distintos autores
internacionales publicaran sus articulos en nuestra revista y asegurando
subscripciones tanto personales como institucionales.

Andy visitd6 México en varias ocasiones como conferencista
invitado en diversos eventos académicos. La SMAC le pidio impartir
conferencias magistrales en 1994, 1996, 1999 y en 2021, durante las
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ediciones XII, XIII, XTIV y XXX del Congreso Mexicano de Andlisis de
la Conducta, respectivamente. Durante el congreso de 1994 también
actudé como comentarista de un simposio sobre las directrices futuras
del AC en México. Su participacion en eventos académicos en México
no se limitd a los congresos de la SMAC, en 1995 ofrecido una
conferencia magistral y un taller sobre terapia para mascotas durante el
VII Congreso Mexicano de Psicologia, organizado por la Sociedad
Mexicana de Psicologia. En 1996 impartio un seminario sobre modelos
conductuales con animales a los estudiantes del Centro de Estudios e
Investigaciones en Comportamiento (CEIC) de la Universidad de
Guadalajara. En 2006 imparti6é la conferencia inaugural durante el
Coloquio Nacional de Investigacion Estudiantil en Psicologia, en la
Facultad de Estudios Superiores Iztacala de la Universidad Nacional
Autonoma de México (UNAM). En 2021 dictd una conferencia durante
el ler Ciclo de Conferencias en Andlisis Experimental de la Conducta,
organizado por la Coordinacion de Ciencias Cognitivas y del
Comportamiento de la Facultad de Psicologia de la UNAM.

Relativo a la participacion en investigacion conjunta con analistas
conductuales mexicanos y a la formacion de estudiantes, en 1993 Andy
invitd a ambos autores del presente trabajo a pasar un sabatico en su
laboratorio en la WVU. En afios posteriores recibio en su laboratorio a
tres estudiantes de doctorado de la UNAM, ya sea durante estancias
cortas de investigacion o durante sus estancias postdoctorales. También
ha participado como tutor externo en los comités de doctorado de otros
tres estudiantes de la UNAM. Las contribuciones de Andy al AC en
México incluyen dos articulos de su autoria para nimeros especiales
dedicados al AC, uno en la RMAC y otro en Acta de Investigacion
Psicologica, ésta ultima revista publicada por la Facultad de Psicologia
de la UNAM. Ademas, Andy ha sido coautor de 10 publicaciones con
los analistas conductuales mexicanos que estuvieron en su laboratorio
o que fueron sus estudiantes.

En suma, en México Andy estuvo involucrado en la edicion de
articulos y resumenes en inglés en la RMAC durante 14 afios, en la
diseminacion del conocimiento (principalmente durante congresos de
la SMAC) durante 21 afios y contintia hasta la fecha involucrado en la
formacion de estudiantes de doctorado y en investigacion conjunta con
analistas conductuales mexicanos. Es decir, durante 32 afios Andy ha
estado involucrado activamente en el avance del AC en México.

Andy también ha contribuido al desarrollo del AC en paises
diferentes a México. Brevemente, ha sido miembro del comité editorial
de dos revistas brasilefas: Revista Brasilefia de Analisis de la Conducta
y Revista Internacional de Psicologia y Terapia Psicologica. Ha sido
profesor invitado en la University College London, Reino Unido
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(1997), en la Universidad de Brasilia, Brasil (2003), en la Universidad
Charles de Gaulle, Francia (2004-2005; 2012-2013; 2024), en la Jordan
University of Science and Technology, Jordania (2007, 2009), en la
Universidad de Sao Paulo, Brasil (2008), en la Osaka Kyoiku
University, Japon (2010, 2019-2020) y en la Keio University, Japon
(2015). En todas esas universidades dicto cursos, impartié conferencias
y realiz6 investigacion. Ha recibido en su laboratorio durante estancias
de investigacion o sabaticos a investigadores de Australia, Japon y
Brasil. También ha acogido en su laboratorio en WVU a estudiantes de
Francia, Japon, Brasil y Colombia, ya sea durante estancias
postdoctorales o durante estancias cortas de investigacion. También ha
sido tutor de doctorado de estudiantes de diversos paises como Nigeria,
Brasil, Japon, Venezuela y Colombia. Asi mismo, ha participado en los
comités de doctorado de estudiantes en la Universidad de Lille, Francia,
en la Universidad de Sidney, Australia, en la Universidad de Sao Paulo,
Brasil, en la Universidad de Manitoba, Canada, en la Universidad de
Auckland, Nueva Zelanda y en la Universidad de Wales, Reino Unido.
Ademas, Andy ha sido coautor de investigadores internacionales en
mas de 20 publicaciones. Por tanto, Andy ha promovido y avanzado el
conocimiento en AC en Estados Unidos, en México y en otros muchos
paises.

Indudablemente, Andy es un erudito en AC y su trayectoria
académica merece la dedicatoria de una seccion especial de la RMAC,
como un reconocimiento mas a su carrera profesional. En una nota
personal, Andy no es sélo un profesor y un analista conductual
sobresaliente, es también una persona extraordinaria. Nos sentimos
honrados no sélo por la colaboracion profesional con Andy, sino por su
gran amistad desde hace mas de 30 afios.

The present special section of the Mexican Journal of Behavior
Analysis (RMAC, by its acronym in Spanish) is dedicated to the
achievements of Dr. Kennon Andy Lattal in the Experimental Analysis
of Behavior. Mario Serrano, the current editor of RMAC, decided to
honor Dr. Lattal’s distinguished career, his extensive collaboration with
our journal and his contributions to behavior analysis (BA) in Mexico.
Mario asked the first author of this paper to serve as guest editor of this
special section given his close friendship with Dr. Lattal (Andy as
called by his friends). All the articles included in this issue are written
by behavior analysts who have had close contact with him or by former
students from Mexico or from other countries. The topics of the articles
are related to at least one of Dr. Lattal’s many research interests.
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Dr. Lattal’s scientific work has mainly focused on the United States,
but he has also been involved in jointly research with behavior analysts
of other countries and has disseminated BA knowledge around the
world. In this introduction we will first briefly describe his most
prominent achievements in the U.S., then highlight those in Mexico and
later mention some of them in other countries.

Andy's contributions to BA are too many to mention, so we will
only refer to the most important ones. His achievements have been
widely recognized by various prestigious institutions. Amongst his
many professional acknowledgments, the ones that stand out include
the Distinguished Service to Behavior Analysis Award (2013) and the
International Dissemination of Behavior Analysis Award (2016), both
granted by the Society for the Advancement of Behavior Analysis
(SEAB). Additionally, Division 25 of the American Psychological
Association (APA) granted him the Award for Distinguished
Contributions to Basic Research (2001). The California Association for
Behavior Analysis honored him with the Award for Outstanding
Contributions to Behavior Analysis (2015). His institution, West
Virginia University (WVU), recognized him on several occasions as an
exceptional professor and presented him with the Faculty Award for
Outstanding Global Contributions (2023). Andy is not only a renowned
basic researcher, but also a certified Applied Animal Behaviorist by the
Animal Behavior Society. Andy has been the editor or member of the
board of editors of many prestigious journals. To name just a few, he
was the editor of the Journal of the Experimental Analysis of Behavior
(1999-2003), and an associate editor of the Journal of Applied Behavior
Analysis (2017-2020). He has been a member of the board of editors of
The Behavior Analyst, American Psychologist, Behavior Technology
Today, Behavior and Philosophy, Behavior Analysis: Research and
Practice, Learning and Motivation, Behavior and Social Issues,
amongst others. He has edited 12 books and special issues, published
more than 200 articles and has authored or coauthored over 300
presentations at professional meetings and colloquia. He has mentored
47 doctoral dissertations, 55 master theses and 30 undergraduate honor
theses. Andy has been a member of numerous committees in many
prestigious scientific associations and was the president of the
Association for Behavior Analysis International (1993-1996), of APA’s
Division 25 (1993-1996) and of SEAB (1995-1996), among other
societies.

Regarding Andy’s accomplishments in Mexico, the Mexican
Society of Behavior Analysis (SMAC, by its acronym in Spanish)
granted him the Award for Lifetime Achievement in Behavior Analysis
(2021). His collaboration with RMAC started in 1996 when Andy
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kindly accepted Carlos Bruner’s invitation to serve as the English
Language Editor of the journal (1996-2000) and continued as such for
many years helping various other editors (2011-2019). Additionally,
from 2001 to 2011 Andy was a member of the board of editors of our
journal. As English Language Editor, Andy dedicated an enormous
effort, not only editing original manuscripts written in English but also
rewriting in English the abstracts in Spanish to be sent to the different
international indexes. In addition, Andy promoted RMAC in the U.S.
and other countries, which led to many publications by international
authors in our journal, and to both personal and institutional
subscriptions.

Andy visited Mexico on several occasions as an invited speaker in
different academic events. SMAC asked him to deliver keynote
addresses in 1994, 1996, 1999, and 2021, at the 12th, 13th, 14th, and
30th editions of the Mexican Congresses for Behavior Analysis,
respectively. During the 1994 conference, he also acted as a discussant
at a symposium on the future directions of behavior analysis in Mexico.
His lectures in Mexico were not limited to SMAC’s conferences, in
1995 he gave a keynote address and a workshop on pet therapy during
the 7th Mexican Congress of Psychology, hosted by the Mexican
Society of Psychology. In 1996, he conducted a seminar on behavioral
models with animals with the students at the Center for Behavioral
Studies and Research (CEIC, by its acronym in Spanish), University of
Guadalajara, Mexico. In 2006, he delivered the inaugural keynote
address during the 5th National Colloguium on Student Research in
Psychology, held at the National Autonomous University of Mexico’s
(UNAM) campus at Iztacala. In 2021, he gave a lecture during the /st
Cycle of Conferences on Experimental Analysis of Behavior, organized
by the Coordination of Cognitive and Behavioral Sciences of the School
of Psychology at UNAM.

Concerning research collaboration with Mexican behavior analysts
and the training of students, Andy invited in 1993 both authors of the
present paper to spend a sabbatical leave at his laboratory at WVU.
During later years, he welcomed at his laboratory three Mexican
UNAM'’s students either for a brief research stay or as postdoctoral
fellows. He also participated as a member of the doctoral committees
of other three Mexican students. Andy's contributions to BA in Mexico
include two articles authored by him for special issues dedicated to BA,
one in RMAC and the other in Psychological Research Record, the later
published by the School of Psychology at UNAM. Additionally, he
coauthored 10 publications with the Mexican behavior analysts that had
spent time with him in his laboratory or had been his students.
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Summarizing, in Mexico Andy was involved in editing articles and
abstracts in English for RMAC for 14 years, in the dissemination of
knowledge (mainly at SMAC conferences) for 21 years, and to this date
he continues his involvement in the training of doctoral students and in
collaborative research with Mexican behavior analysts. In other words,
during the last 32 years, Andy has been actively engaged in the
advancement of BA in Mexico.

Andy has also contributed to the development of BA in countries
other than Mexico. Briefly, he has been a member of the board of
editors of two Brazilian journals: Brazilian Journal of Behavior
Analysis and International Journal of Psychology and Psychological
Therapy. He has been an invited professor at the University College
London, United Kingdom (1997), University of Brasilia, Brazil (2003),
Université Charles de Gaulle, Lille, France (2004-2005; 2012-2013;
2024), Jordan University of Science and Technology, Jordan (2007,
2009), University of Sdo Paulo, Brazil (2008), Osaka Kyoiku
University, Japan (2010, 2019-2020) and at Keio University, Japan
(2015). In all those universities he taught, lectured and conducted
research. He has hosted in his laboratory researchers from Australia,
Japan, and Brazil either for short research stays or for sabbaticals. He
has also received in his laboratory at WV U students from France, Japan,
Brazil, and Colombia, either as postdoctoral fellows or for short
research stays. He has been a Ph.D. mentor for students from various
countries, including Nigeria, Brazil, Japan, Venezuela, and Colombia.
He served as a member of the doctoral committees of students at the
University of Lille, France; the University of Sydney, Australia; the
University of Sao Paulo, Brazil; the University of Manitoba, Canada;
the University of Auckland, New Zealand; and the University of Wales,
United Kingdom. Furthermore, Andy has coauthored more than 20
publications with international researchers. Andy has therefore
promoted and advanced BA in the U.S., in Mexico and in many other
countries.

Andy is without a doubt a scholar in BA, and his academic career
merits the dedication of this special issue of RMAC, as a further
recognition of his professional career. On a personal note, Andy is not
only an outstanding professor and behavior analyst, but he is also an
extraordinary person. We are honored not only by our professional
collaboration with Andy, but also for his close friendship for more than
30 years.
